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Tuesday, August 14, 2007
Booster Club members met with Dan Weinert last night to go over several cross country questions and to pick his brain as to how the outgoing members handled various events, fundraisers, meets, etc.

If you are getting this email – it means that we have a question or need from you.  Once you read this – if you could respond back to any items pertaining to yourself we would greatly appreciate it.  There are a lot of things to do with the season starting soon so the sooner we are organized the better.  I will hi-light areas where we need a response from that person.  We really appreciate all the help we get from everyone!

Home Meet – September 18th.

The school is responsible for getting information out to the various schools that will be participating.  They will also provide the medals, awards, etc. for the top runners.  

Mr. Wohlford – can you confirm how many schools are expected to be at the meet and if possible if we can get a list of all of them that would be great!  (We are planning on mailing each of the coaches a flyer advertising our t-shirts that will be on sale and also that concessions will be available.)

The City is responsible for having the course mowed and marked.  They will also need to provide a generator so that we have power for the disc jockey.  We need to find out if they can let us use 2 or 3 8 ft. tables for various things like officials table, etc. Concessions will be set up on the south side of the City metal building so we need to make sure they are aware that we need to use their power and address the power issues we had in that location last year.  The city should also have signs directing buses and spectators where to park.  
Barb Starr – let us know when Terry from the City gets back to you on all of this.

The coaches/school are responsible for providing people for timing, timing equipment, result tallying, etc.  (Usually other faculty members).  In the past Andy Phipps has been the Official and Wayne Krueger runs the 4-wheeler to lead the race.

Coach Klingensmith and Coach Bargman – can you let us know for sure that Andy is okay with this again and that you will be able to get enough help for timers, etc.?
Mr. Krueger – will you be able to help us out again this year and run the 4-wheeler?

The Booster Club will be responsible for the following: cordon off the officials table area, provide extra extension cords for power to disc jockey or concessions, provide people to run t-shirt sales, concessions (hot dogs, water, Gatorade, chips, fruit, animal crackers, carrots, etc.), provide disc jockey, bus parking, runner pictures, etc. 

Dan Weinert – will you confirm that you are okay with taking pictures of the runners as they come across the line?  Also you had volunteered to do our “advertisement” flyer on concessions and t-shirts.  Can you also look back in your records and let us know what sizes of shirts seem to sell the best – Coach Klingensmith will order these (100 shirts) as soon as we get a size count.  
Barb Starr – will you confirm that we are all okay with the contract for the disc jockey?

Coach Klingensmith – if you can get the t-shirt design to Dan Weinert he will make up the flyer to go out to the coaches advertising the concessions and the t-shirts.
Coach Klingensmith/Dan Weinert/Donna Yates – if you get the completed flyer to me – I’ll mail our advertisement out to the various schools.
Coaches, Mr. Wohlford, Mr. Krueger:  The cross country team had several items stored in Mr. Sickel’s room along with the tent (we know where the tent is).  Can anyone confirm where these might be at the present time?

(2) 8ft. white plastic tables, (2) Rubbermaid containers (these go to meets with fruit and snacks in them), box with SHS Cross County banner, dolly used to move tent, and (3) coolers with cross country written on them.  
Misc. Cross Country Season Items

The Booster Club has decided to once again this year do a team banner with seniors emphasized on it – rather than yard signs.  When Rudy shoots the team pictures next week he will give Dan a disc with the photo on it.  

Dan Weinert/Coach Klingensmith/Coach Bargman:  will you guys make arrangements – possibly the day of photos to also take a quick photo of the seniors for Dan to put on this banner?  Dan said he can be there to shoot this photo – just needs to know when and where.  Dan will need a complete roster of all runners, managers, coaches, etc. to use on the artwork for this.  Dan has also volunteered to put the team photo and the roster on the website and to make a team/roster flyer handout that parents can use at meets.  The sooner he can get this information the better.  Can you email or give me a copy of this roster also?
Pictures will be taken at various meets and posted on the website along with race results.  

Coaches/Joel Hartman/Dan Weinert: If the coaches can email results to Dan within two days of the meets he will update the site.  Joel – don’t know if Darsi mentioned to you that we had asked if you would mind shooting pictures at some of the meets???  Dan said if you’d just drop a disc by his house he’d post the photos.  He will be shooting the home meet so it’d just be whatever you get at other meets.
The Booster Club will be providing snacks and bananas at meets.  These will go to the meets on the bus.  We will be getting with parents for donations for water and Gatorade.  Ice was provided last year by Sonic.

Donna Yates – will contact Sonic to make sure they are still okay with the free ice.  Also will be hitting up parents for various donations as mentioned above.

Game Ball Run

So as not to have big conflicts with homecoming (not to mention that we are playing Chillicothe and that would be a long way to run) we are moving the game ball run to October 12th.  This game will be with St. Joseph Benton so it will be a very similar run as the run from St. Joseph Lafayette.  Rudy’s will go along with the runners and take photos and we will be doing this as a team fundraiser (more info on that to follow).  We will have at least four cars accompanying the runners (lead car, rear car, etc.).  Runners will have to have parents sign a parental waiver to participate.  We would like to give both Benton’s team and SHS’s team a little PR so the Benton cross country coach will be contacted and see if they can do a meet and greet with our team and then have their football coach hand them the game ball.  Possibly contact the paper for photos or submit what Rudy can take.  We would also like to recognize our senior runners after the game ball is presented to the SHS coaches before the game.
Barb Starr – can you contact Rudy and see if we can get him for sure on this date (816) 868-2588 or 532-4858?

Mr. Wohlford – we are assuming our run will be approved by the school as it is virtually the same run/route as last year.  Also can you mark us down for a few minutes of senior recognition before the game or even half time?
Dan Weinert – can you provide us with the route map that was used last year (if you can get a copy to the Booster Club and Mr. Wohlford that would be great!)
Coach Klingensmith – last year we had a military escort (Humvee) and a police escort up Commercial from Heritage Park with lights/sirens on to make our entrance into the stadium.  Since you have military contacts do you think you might be able to do something on this?

Donna Yates – I will contact the St. Joseph and the Smithville Papers and also the police department about the escort.  Once we have firmed up how we are going to handle the fund raising portion of this I will get out a flyer to the runners and mail to various civic organizations soliciting their donations and support.
